Rainbow Trails, which were developed in 
partnership with the Dyfnant and Vyrnwy 
Horse Riders and Carriage Drivers 
Association.

• There are nearly 100 miles of tracks
   and trails

   horse riders

• Hendre is the starting point for the carriage

• Pont Llogel is a small woodland with a
waymarked short walk along the River 
Vyrnwy and access to two longer walks 
looked after by Powys County Council and 
Glyndŵr Way National Trail.

From the car park turn left and in 300 metres turn right at the 
T-junction onto the B4395. Follow this road for one and a half 
miles before turning right into the signed car park.
