Foreword

Water is fundamental to people, animals and our natural environment. A healthy
water environment provides clean water for our homes and communities, agriculture
and industry. As individuals we use water every day to drink, to bathe in and to cook
with. We use water through the goods we buy and the industrial processes that
make them. We use water for recreation, agriculture, fishing and transport. Good
water quality is essential for our health, our wellbeing, the economy and enabling a
healthy functioning environment on whose services we all rely.

Through our actions however, the fragile relationship between soil, water and
vegetation has been altered. Land management, urban development, drainage
infrastructure and flood defences have further exacerbated those issues. All our
activities place enormous pressure on water quality and quantity, and the
ecosystems it supports and the services they provide to society.

The Water Framework Directive is a key tool to provide substantial benefits for the
long term sustainable management of our waters delivered through River Basin
Management Plans. Achieving this requires us to understand the issues and
challenges across the whole system and to work together across public and private
sectors in a more integrated way to achieve sustainable use of natural resources that
can deal with future change.

The approach undertaken for the Water Framework Directive compliments the
purpose and principles set out in the Environment (Wales) Act 2016 and the Well-
being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015. The development of Area
Statements will enable Natural Resources Wales to further develop this approach
and gather evidence to inform decision-making by ourselves, stakeholders and
partners. By being involved you can take an active role to help deliver further
improvements to ensure the sustainability, health and resilience of Wales’ water
environment.

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1. Background

Natural Resources Wales (NRW) recently published its Corporate Plan, “Managing
today’s natural resources for tomorrow’s generations” which sets out what NRW will
do up to 2022 and builds on our Well-Being Statement, published in 2017. This
described our seven Well-Being Objectives (WBOs) which demonstrate how we want
to contribute to the goals set out in the Well-being of Future Generations Act (Wales)
2015. We will do this by pursuing the sustainable management of natural resources
(SMNR) and applying its principles — which is our prime purpose as set out in the
Environment (Wales) Act 2016.

One of our WBOs is to ensure land and water in Wales is managed sustainably and
in an integrated way. Our Corporate Plan sets out the current situation in Wales and
where we want to be long-term. This includes our vision that land and water in
Wales will be managed in a fully integrated way to reap multiple benefits and that
water catchments will be considered in their entirety, including surface and
groundwater and from source to sea.

One of the actions we will take over the timespan of the Corporate Plan to make
progress towards achieving the WBOs, is that we will work with our partners to bring
water bodies into good ecological status as required by the European Union Water
Framework Directive (WFD).

The WFD introduced a 6-yearly cycle of river basin planning. NRW is the competent
authority to develop and communicate the approach in Wales to improve the quality
and ecological health for Wales’ waters. It requires a River Basin Management Plan
(RBMP) for each river basin district (RBD) to be produced. Wales has three RBDs
(full or partial); Western Wales, and the cross-border Dee and the Severn (see
Appendix 1). These plans describe what businesses, water users and others need
to do to protect and restore the water environment. The first update to these plans
was published in December 2015.

1.1 What’s this consultation about?

Planning for the third river basin planning cycle (2021-2027) begins with this Working
Together consultation. Working with a wide range of public, private and voluntary
organisations (including water companies, local authorities, eNGOs, business &
industry) is at the heart of the WFD. This consultation sets the direction for how we
will work with others and individuals whose interests are likely to be affected by the
updated plans. It sets out the steps, consultations and timetable for preparing the
RBMPs.

The purpose of this consultation is to set out the steps and timetable for reviewing
and updating RBMPs and the ways that you can get involved. This is a public
consultation and we welcome everyone’s views. Further rounds of consultation will
take place in 2019 on significant water management issues and on the draft updated
plans in 2020. RBMPs, and the respective consultations, are produced for each
RBDs in Wales: Western Wales and Dee. As part of this Working Together
consultation you will be required to identify which RBD(s) your response applies to.
Two RBDs fall across the borders with England. NRW leads on the review and
update of the RBMPs for the Dee RBD. The Environment Agency leads on the



review and update of the RBMP for the Severn RBD. For more information on the
consultations for the Severn please follow the link below;

The approach and timeline set out in this consultation represents NRW'’s current
views. The responses to this consultation will inform our approach. We will also
need to account for updated River Basin Planning Guidance from Defra and Welsh
Government and identify opportunities for greater integration and simplification for
the RBMPs including engagement around them, with other plans or processes.

1.2 We want your views

As a public consultation we welcome your views. We want your feedback on a range
of key considerations related to the process of reviewing and updating the RBMPs in
Wales.

To do this, we have outlined key consultation questions in section 4.1. Information
on how to respond and how we will use your information is in section 4.2

If any of the terms in this document are unfamiliar, please refer to the glossary in the
River Basin Management Planning Overview Annex for help.

2. Natural Resources Wales approach to updating the River

Basin Management Plans

The RBMPs in Wales now sit within a wider context under the Environment (Wales)
Act 2016 and the Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015. The
overarching aims of the Environment Act is to enable Wales’ resources to be managed
in a more proactive, sustainable and joined-up way. Its principles will underpin the
way we all work and will help to focus on a more integrated approach to natural
resource management.

The Environment (Wales) Act puts in place a delivery framework for the sustainable
management of natural resources and introduces some simple principles to underpin
the way we all work. It will help us to focus on a more integrated approach to natural
resource management, looking at the root causes of problems and working with
stakeholders to find solutions, which improve Wales’ water environment and deliver
multiple environmental benefits.

The State of Natural Resources Report (SoNaRR) is the first of its kind in Wales.
SoNaRR looks at the pressures on our natural resources and links the resilience of
Wales’ natural resources to the well-being of the people of Wales. Drawing on this
evidence, Welsh Government have published their Natural Resources Policy that
sets out a national context for our work and shows a clear link between the
sustainable management of natural resources and the Government’s programme.
Section 3 sets out some key strategic themes for the way that we manage our
natural resources, including taking a place-based approach.

The new legislation requires Area Statements to be published to help facilitate the
delivery of the Welsh Government's Natural Resources Policy at the local level. The
Act requires the Area Statements to include information about the natural resources
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in that place, the benefits they provide, and the priorities, risks and opportunities that
need to be addressed, to achieve sustainable management of them. There will be
seven Area Statements (see Appendix 4) - North West Wales, North East Wales,
South East Wales, South West Wales, South Wales Central and Mid Wales, as well
as one for the Marine area. They will bring together data, information and ways of
engaging others to help us better understand the state and trends of natural
resources in an area, the pressures on them and the benefits we receive. Working
through Area Statements is important because it will help us to embed our new
statutory purpose and ways of working. It provides an opportunity to gather
information from other evidence sources that didn’t exist for the previous cycle of the
RBMPs.

The Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 sets out seven well-being
goals that describe ‘the kind of Wales we want to see’. National indicators have
been set to measure progress in achieving these goals. The percentage of surface
water bodies and groundwater bodies achieving WFD objectives is one of these
indicators. The Act establishes statutory Public Services Boards which will replace
the voluntary Local Service Boards in each local authority area. This will strengthen
joint working across all public services in Wales. The well-being duty on NRW is to
act jointly, via the Public Services Boards to improve the economic, social,
environmental and cultural well-being of the area and thereby contribute to the
achievement of the well-being goals for Wales.

We hope that by continuing to work across a wide range of stakeholders in a more
integrated way. This new way of working will also enable us to look at opportunities to
improve our waters by working with individuals and organisations to find solutions that
will improve Wales’ water environment delivering wider benefits to people and the
environment.

2.1 How River Basin Management Plans are linked to other plans and
strategies

Other plans and strategies relevant to the water environment that affect, or are
affected by, the RBMPs are listed in Appendix 3. These include the Flood Risk
Management Plans, Water Resource Management Plans and Water Strategy for
Wales. There are many dependencies between the RBMPs and these other plans
and strategies which can be at a local or national level. Many of these run on
different timetables to the RBMPs.

The Flood Risk Management Plans (FRMPs) do run on the same 6-year planning
cycle as for WFD. These identify what is at risk of flooding alongside the objectives
and measures that we propose to take to manage the risk of flooding to people, the
environment and economic activity. We will continue to co-ordinate flood risk
management and river basin management planning. This enables us and our
stakeholders to take a wider view of opportunities for managing the water
environment more effectively. Together, these help shape important decisions, direct
considerable investment and deliver significant benefits to contribute to Wales’ well-
being goals and improve Wales’ water environment. We will also seek to identify
opportunities to integrate the RBMPs with other plans and programmes.



2.2 Statement of Steps

As part of the river basin planning® there are a number of consultation steps which
are summarised in Appendix 2 together with the timetable for these. This timeframe
may be affected by the Area Statements process in Wales, where we are proposing
more fluid, ongoing dialogue with stakeholders around opportunities to work together
to manage the water and wider natural environment. The steps will include:

(a) Working Together (this document)

This consultation includes the Statements of Steps and timetable to deliver the
updated RBMPs. It will formally run by June 2018 for 6 months duration. The
consultation for the Severn will be provided by the Environment Agency.

(b) A summary of the significant water management issues for the Western
Wales and Dee River Basin Districts

This summary will detail the significant water management issues that we face in
each RBD. It will describe some of the ways we are dealing with those issues. The
consultation will run by June 2019 for 6 months duration.

The Severn summary of the significant water management issues will be made
available by the Environment Agency.

(c) Draft plans for the updated Western Wales and the Dee River Basin
Districts

The updated draft RBMPs will explain how the problems facing the water
environment will be dealt with. Predictions of how this will improve the water
environment will be made. The consultation will run by June 2020 for 6 months
duration.

The Severn draft RBMPs will made available by the Environment Agency.

(d) Final plans for the Western Wales and Dee River Basin District which are
submitted to the Appropriate Authority (Welsh Minister and/or Secretary of
State) for approval

The final plans will be submitted to the Appropriate Authority by September 2021.
The final plans will be published in December 2021.

The Severn RBMP will be submitted and published by the Environment Agency.

2.3Methods for Working Together

We will continue to work with our partners. We are currently considering establishing
a new Wales Water Management Forum (WWMF) chaired by a NRW Board
Member. The purpose of the WWMF will be to provide an opportunity to share
evidence and explore opportunities for working together collaboratively to work
towards the sustainable management of water in Wales. This would include actively
collaborating for the planning and delivery of river basin management planning,
including cross border considerations. The forum would seek to mirror, and be
equivalent to, the Wales Land Management Forum. It is proposed that the two
forums would meet as required and additional task and finish sub-groups may be

established to discuss specific issues in more detail. To reduce the burden on our
partners, we anticipate that the group will replace, but continue to build upon the
good work of, the liaison panels in Wales.

NRW will also keep stakeholders informed about how the water environment is
protected and improved and explain when and how to get involved. This includes
work happening in different areas, ranging from local through to catchments, Area
Statements, RBDs and all of Wales. We will make our data on the state of water
accessible which will feed into the second State of the Environment Report, evidence
to support Area Statements (e.g. risk and opportunity mapping) and Well-being
Assessments.

Each Public Services Board has conducted an assessment of local well-being for
their area. The assessments have been developed using data and evidence from a
range of people and organisations. We have provided data and evidence that we
hold or have access to on environmental and natural resource issues to inform these
assessments. The Welsh Government Partnerships Team have published the
Assessments of Local Well-being for all 19 Public Services Board.

The main public and private sector organisations whose activities and interests are
likely to be affected by the updated RBMP are listed in Appendix 5. We will engage
with them using various methods including via the WWMF , public consultations and
through the Area Statement process.

As part of the WFD consultations we will:

e actively gather views from the public, communities, organisations and

statutory consultees;

e make use of existing networks and identify wider engagement opportunities to

support the delivery of the updated RBMPs;

e listen to all views and take them into account for the next steps;

e coordinate our findings with ongoing discussions for Area Statements and
through this work seek further opportunities for integration and delivering
wider benefits;
make sure that those who want to take part are aware of the RBMP steps;
make information accessible on our web site;
be open and clear;
gather and assess fairly all consultation responses received;

Methods to inform could include:
¢ NRW website, NRW partner websites, social media and any other
mechanisms that emerge through the Area Statement process;

e afocus on outcomes — working with others to understand the outcomes they want
to achieve;

e open and honest discussions about what can and cannot be done;

e planning together before taking any action, involving those with an interest when
planning work;

e sharing information among those involved (as far as possible).

Methods we may use to work together with others could include:

e Using existing internal and external networks and other partners;

o Developing Well-being Assessments and Area Statements;

» Developing wider engagement opportunities e.g. by linking with the development
of the Flood Risk Management Plans and the Wales Marine Plan when published.

3. What has changed since the River Basin Management
Plans were updated in 2015 and learning from previous

cycles

3.1 New and revised legislation

The Well-being of Future Generations (Wales) Act 2015 and the Environment
(Wales) Act 2016 are two new legislations in Wales that are changing the way we
work.

The WFD came into force in 2000. The European Commission is due to review the
Directive by the end of 2019 to check that it is still fit for purpose and identify any
possible improvements. The Regulations which transposes the WFD into legislation
in England and Wales was updated in 20172,

3.2 Discussions on the UK’s withdrawal from the European Union (EU)

The challenges and opportunities post Brexit are particularly significant for the
sustainable management of natural resources with WFD being one of the EU
Directives that set the standards and guide much of our work in the water
environment. As cited in our Corporate Plan, we are working closely with the Welsh
Government to address the challenges and make the most of the opportunities,
influencing and helping to develop the best options for managing natural resources in
Wales sustainably.

3.3 What we’ve learned

It is important that we learn and adapt from previous cycles of river basin
management planning, building on this to ensure that we continue to engage with all
interested parties. This consultation provides further opportunity so that we can
share knowledge, expertise and resources to inform this next update. Combining
resources and effort will deliver better results to ensure that Wales’ water
environment continues to be protected and improved for everyone to enjoy.

From the previous Working Together consultation you told us:
e You wanted to be involved in your local area and on specific issues that are
important to you.

2 The Water Environment (Water Framework Directive (England and Wales) Regulations 2017
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We needed to engage with a wider audience — not just the usual organisations.
You wanted to be more active in the planning process.

We needed to make it easier for people to be involved — by using language
appropriate to the audience we are talking to and improving our information and
making it more accessible.

Following a review of the responses, the following actions have been undertaken and
formed a key part of updating the RBMPs:

Data & Evidence:

Water Watch Wales has continued to be updated, providing the latest
classification results, objectives and programme of measures
http://waterwatchwales.naturalresourceswales.gov.uk/en/

A Progress Report was published for the first cycle of the RBMPs (2009-2015).
The River Basin District Liaison Panels were involved in the development of a
delivery plan which sets the direction for implementing the updated RBMPs
together with helping us to manage risks to delivery. The Liaison Panels have
also supported NRW in planning and delivery of the programme of measures
Publication of the State of Natural Resources Report which included WFD data.

Communications:

The Terms of Reference for Liaison Panels were reviewed to put more emphasis
on joint decision-making and catchment working.

The ‘Challenges & Choices’ Consultation (October 2014 to April 2015) was an
opportunity to discuss the big issues that affect Wales’ water environment. This
work has helped to improve our collective understanding of the options for
improving our waters and directly influenced the RBMPs.

We have made information more accessible and in plain language e.g. publication
of the infographics for Wales and the Dee RBD on our website and Water Watch
Wales The infographics show the scale of the improvements to Wales’ water
environment. This was achieved with the help of partners from all sectors to
address the issues impacting on the water environment. We cannot achieve the
objectives alone.

Catchment Delivery:

Better use has been made of existing networks; we held a series of 14 Catchment
Workshops to develop the second RBMPs. The information gathered was used in
the Catchment Summaries that supported the updated RBMPs.

Funds made available to tackle reasons for not achieving good status which
includes remedial work for some metal mines, large scale wetland restoration and
local projects (e.g. tackling diffuse pollution). This included the WFD Liaison
Panel Implementation Fund which was available to contribute to our objectives to
improve our waters.

Making links with new initiatives and groups to deliver nationally and locally, e.g.
the Wales Land Management Forum sub group looking at diffuse pollution in rural
areas.
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Cross Border Working:

e Continuing to work with the Environment Agency in the cross-border catchments
for the Dee and Severn.

¢ As the Severn River Basin District Liaison Panel was no longer in place, we made
provision to support the Welsh stakeholders for the Severn through the existing
Dee and Western Wales Liaison Panels.

Any response you send us will be seen in
full by NRW staff dealing with this consultation. It may also be seen by other NRW
staff to help them plan future consultations and may be shared with staff from, Welsh
Government, the Environment Agency and Defra.

4.4 How we will use your information

NRW will make all comments (excluding personal information) available on request.
This includes comments received, unless you have specifically requested that we
keep your response confidential. We will not make available names of individuals
who respond; we will include the name of the organisation for those responses made
on behalf of organisations.

If you respond to the consultation with an email address, we will acknowledge your
response. We will also notify you of any forthcoming consultations, unless you tell us
you do not want to receive this information.

The Freedom of Information Act 2000 and the Environmental Information
Regulations 2004 will allow the public to ask to see information held by many public
bodies, including NRW. This includes information which has not been published.
However, the law also allows us to withhold information in some circumstances. If
anyone asks to see information we have withheld, we will have to decide whether to
release it or not. If someone has asked for their name and address not to be
published, that is an important fact we would take into account. However, there might
sometimes be important reasons why we would have to reveal someone’s name and
address, even though they have asked for them not to be published. We would get in
touch with the person and ask their views before we finally decided to reveal the
information.
