Removal of existing linkspan and associated structures
Installation of a replacement linkspan and associated works

Demolition and removal of concrete bankseat, dolphins and open piled
deck (600-800m3), together with the removal of the existing jack-up
structure, piles, linkspan and ramp.

Removal of a maximum of 10,000m? of soft sediment below a new area
of land reclamation.

Land reclamation to construct the approach area.

Construction of rock armour revetment (approximately 100m in length).
Construction of new dolphins and bankseat.

Installation of replacement linkspan and ramp.

Force Majeure

If, by reason of "force majeure” the substances or articles specified at sub-
paragraph 1.4 of this Schedule, are deposited otherwise than in the area
authorised by this Licence at paragraph 1.5, full details of the circumstances
shall be notified to NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing Authority within 48
hours of the incident occurring.

"Force majeure” may be deemed to apply when, due to stress of weather or
any other cause, the master of a vessel determines that it is necessary to
deposit the substances or articles because the safety of human life and/or of
the vessel is threatened.

Changes to this Licence

In the event of the Licence Holder becoming aware that any of the information
on which the granting of this Licence was based has changed or is likely to
change, he/she shall notify NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing Authority at
the earliest opportunity of the details.

Similarly in the event that the Licence Holder wishes any of the particulars set
down in the Schedule to be altered he/she shall inform NRW acting on behalf
of the Licensing Authority at the earliest opportunity before taking any further
action.

Project Specific Conditions

The Licence Holder must submit a Piling Activity Mitigation Plan to NRW
acting on behalf of the Licensing Authority for written approval at least 6
weeks prior to commencement of the works. No works may be undertaken
prior to written agreement from NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing
Authority.

No works may be undertaken
prior to written agreement from NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing
Authority.

The Licence Holder must ensure that any actions outlined in the documents
detailed in condition 8.1 and 8.2 are implemented as approved in writing by
NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing Authority. Any proposed changes to
the actions outlined in the documents must be submitted to, and agreed in
writing by NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing Authority prior to any
changes being enacted.

The Licence Holder must ensure all equipment, materials, machinery and
PPE used are in a clean condition prior to their arrival on site, and upon
removal from site, to minimise risk of introducing non-native species into the
marine environment.

The Licence Holder must ensure that the works are maintained in a safe
condition that does not represent a danger to the environment, or other
marine users, at all times.

The Licence Holder must ensure that local mariners and fishermen's
organisations are made fully aware of the activity through local notices to
mariners 5 days prior to the commencement of the works.

The Licence Holder must notify the UK Hydrographic Office of the works, to
permit the promulgation of Maritime Safety Information and the updating of
nautical charts and publications.

The Licence Holder must ensure bunding and storage facilities are installed to
contain and prevent the release of fuel, oils and chemicals associated with
the plant, refuelling and construction equipment into the marine environment

The Licence Holder must ensure that pollution prevention best practice is
adhered to at all times. Any incidents must be reported to Natural Resources
Wales using their hotline number 0300 065 3000; NRW acting on behalf of
the Licensing Authority must also be notified at the earliest possible date.

The Licence Holder must not dispose at sea any dredged seabed sediment,
without prior written approval from NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing
Authority.

The Licence Holder must ensure that plant, vehicles and machinery are not
refuelled on the foreshore.

The Licence Holder must ensure that rock material to be imported must be fit
for purpose, and comes from an uncontaminated inert source.

The Licence Holder must ensure that no waste concrete slurry or wash water
from concrete or cement works are discharged into the marine environment.
Concrete and cement mixing and washing areas should be contained and
sited at least 10 metres from any watercourse or surface water drain to
minimise the risk of runoff entering a watercourse.

The Licence Holder must ensure materials used are suitable for use in the
marine environment and works should be timed to ensure maximum concrete
cure time before the next high tide.

The Licence Holder must ensure all precautionary recommendations outlined
in JNCC Statutory nature conservation agency protocol for minimising
the risk of injury to marine mammals from piling noise August 2010 are
implemented. Any proposed changes to the actions outlined in this document
must be submitted to and agreed in writing by NRW acting on behalf of the
Licensing Authority prior to any changes being enacted.

The Licence Holder must ensure there is a 12-hour break in piling activities in
any 24 hour period

The Licence Holder must ensure that vibro-piling is used when inserting piles
where operationally possible. Where this isn’'t possible, percussive pilling may
be used.

The Licence Holder must ensure that if percussive piling is used, soft-start
procedures are used to ensure incremental increase in pile power over a set
time period until full operational power is achieved. The soft-start duration
should be a period of not less than 20 minutes. Should piling cease for a
period greater than 10 minutes, then the soft start procedure must be
repeated.

The Licence Holder must complete an entry into the UK Marine Noise
Registry detailing the proposed dates and locations and nature of the
percussive piling at least 10 days prior to the commencement of works.

The Licence Holder must amend the marine noise registry proposed activity
form should the timing of the percussive piling alter or no longer remain part
of the project.

The Licence Holder must complete an entry into the marine noise registry
detailing the actual dates and locations and nature of the percussive piling
within 8 weeks of completion of the noisy activity.

The Licence Holder must complete an entry into the marine noise registry
detailing the actual dates and locations and nature of the percussive piling
every six months following the commencement of percussive piling until the
completion of percussive piling.

The Licence Holder must ensure that all equipment, temporary structures,
access tracks, waste and/or debris associated with the works are removed
within 2 weeks of completion of the works.

2. Under Section 72 of the Marine and Coastal Access Act 2009, NRW acting on
behalf of the Licensing Authority may vary or revoke this Licence if it appears
to the NRW that the Licence Holder is in breach of any conditions in it or for
any other reason that appears to NRW to be relevant.

3. A person who contravenes Section 65 (1) of the Marine and Coastal Access
Act 2009, or fails to comply with any condition of a Marine Licence, commits
an offence under Part 4, Chapter 3, Section 85 of the Marine and Coastal
Access Act 20009.

4. It is a defence, Under Part 4, Chapter 3, Section 86 of the Marine and Coastal
Access Act 2009, for a person charged with an offence under Section 85 (1)
to prove that:

a) the activity was carried out for the purpose of securing the safety of a
vessel, aircraft or marine structure or for the purpose of securing life,
and,

b) that he/she took steps within reasonable time following the incident to
inform NRW acting on behalf of the Licensing Authority of:

(1) the fact that the activity was carried out,
(ii) the locality and circumstances in which it was carried out, and
(iii) any substance or objects concerned.

5. If the works authorised by this Licence are unlikely to be completed by the

expiry date of this licence, the Licence Holder should apply for a replacement
licence at least 4 months prior to the expiry date of this Licence.
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
