Radnor lForest

an ancient pedigree

Radnor Forest was once a royal hunting
ground but it wasn’t an area covered in
trees, which is our understanding of the
word ‘forest’. To the Norman kings it was
an unenclosed piece of land, legally set
aside for them to hunt deer.

Today the area still called Radnor Forest is

a land of hill farming and great moorlands,
steep narrow valleys and hills, rising up to the
highest point in Radnorshire, Black Mixen at
2150 feet (650 metres).

Forest with a view

Open areas within the forest offer stunning views
of Cadair Idris and Snowdonia to the north-west,
the Long Mynd to the north-east, across to the
Malvern Hills to the east and the Brecon Beacons
to the south. It has been said that if you travel due

east from the highest point of the forest, Black
Mixen Hill, the next highest point you come to is
the Russian Urals!

Enjoying Radnor Forest

The forest is open to all, on foot, horseback or
mountain bike. Numerous public rights of way
run through the forest and can be used to link
up different areas without having to stick to the
forest roads.

You can also explore the woods by following a
series of waymarked walks from three car parks:
e Fishpools

* Warren Wood

* Nash Wood

If you enjoy these walks why not try the 7 mile
linear Radnor Forest Valleys Walk? This is a
waymarked route linking up the villages of Bleddfa,
Llangunllo, Pilleth, Whitton and Cascob, and
offering you the chance to discover more about
the surrounding countryside.

Please note that sometimes we have to close or
divert trails whilst we do maintenance work or fell
trees. For your safety please always follow any
instructions on site and make sure you follow any
temporary diversion signs.

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Fishpools
lLast refuge of the wolf

The nearby village of Bleddfa (meaning
‘place of the wolf’) gives a clue to this area’s
fascinating history. Tradition has it that the
marauding wolves of the ancient hunting
forest of Radnor were finally cleared by being
driven into the valley here, and shot - the last
wolves in Wales.

Nowadays Radnor is a more tranquil place
and ideal for a woodland stroll.

How to find Fishpools

From Knighton take the A488 to Bleddfa
(approximately 5% miles). Continue along this road
for just over a mile and you will find Fishpools car
park on your left.

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Fishpools Trail

From the car park you will soon pass the old
Birmingham Water Board sighting tower. This was
used to survey the line of the 73 mile long pipeline,
from the Elan Valley to the Midlands, which uses
gravity alone to get it to the Frankley Reservoir,
west of Birmingham.

A little further on, stop at the first of two
viewpoints on the trail and take in the
beautiful views to the west, out across the
valley towards Llanfihangel Rhydithon and
the hills surrounding Abbey Cwm Hir and
Llandrindod Wells in the distance.

Halfway round the trail is the Turbary Loop, an
area of high conservation value which provides
valuable habitat within the forest as it features
the kind of vegetation found before intensive
sheep grazing and tree planting took place. There
is a short cut back to the car park from this point,
just follow the signs.

Gyferbyn a’r ysgol
uwchradd, trowch i’r dde a chadwch i’r dde ar
bwys yr arwydd parcio Cyfoeth Naturiol Cymru
(CNC) a dilyn y ffordd i’r maes parcio.

Nash Wood

The Two Nations Wood

Welcome to the wood which lies half in Wales
and half in England, true ‘border country’. This
is reflected in the number of hillforts you can
see from the spectacular viewpoint halfway
round the Nash Trail. This trail makes a lovely
walk no matter what time of year, but keep an
eye out for colourful fungi in autumn.

How to find Nash Woodl

From Knighton follow the B4355 to Kington.
Approaching Presteigne at the T-junction turn left
onto the town by-pass road. Turn right opposite

the High School and then bear right at the Natural
Resources Wales (NRW) parking sign and follow the
road through to the car park.

Nash Trail

Follow the red waymarkers and climb steadily from
the car park through the woodland to the forest
road. Once on the forest road take in the wonderful
views back over to Presteigne and beyond to the
hills of the Welsh Marches in the distance. Follow
the road for a short distance and either take the
shorter route downhill (blue arrows) back to the car
park, or stay on the red trail which starts another
steady climb to the high point of the wood.

Enjoy great views south overlooking the Radnor
valley and Herefordshire in the distance. In front of
you is Burfa bank, an old Iron Age hill fort, one of
many along this part of the English/Welsh border.
Out to the south-west you will see Radnor Forest in
the distance with the distinctive shape of Whimble
Hill and the town of New Radnor in the valley below.

Mwynhewch y golygfeydd lawr i’'r de sy’n edrych
dros ddyffryn Maesyfed a Henffordd yn y pellter.
O’ch blaen mae llethr Burfa, hen gaer o’r Oes
Haearn, un o lawer ar y rhan hon o’r ffin rhwng
Cymru a Lloegr. Allan tua’r de-orllewin gallwch
weld Coedwig Maesyfed yn y pellter ynghyd

a siap nodweddiadol bryn Whimble a thref
Maesyfed lawr yn y dyffryn.

On this section of the walk you have every chance
of seeing one of the numerous roe deer that live
here. Nash Wood is ideal woodland habitat to see
buzzards and goshawks. As you descend through
woodlands of noble and Douglas fir, you may see
birds such as siskins and crossbills which thrive on
the large cones which these trees produce.

Rejoin the forest road and see Cold Harbour House
on your left, one of the old smallholdings once lived
in by local workers but since modernised. Near

the end of the walk you will see a large coppice of
hazel, ideal habitat for the protected dormouse.
From here it is a short walk back to the car park.

Warren Wood

Home of the Famous Waterfall

Welcome to ‘The Warren’ which has been
popular with tourists for over 200 years
because of ‘Water Break-its-neck’, the
spectacular waterfall. Named for its rabbit
warren which once provided a source of
food, this area has seen huge changes since
the days Radnor Forest was an ancient
hunting forest.

In those days this was a large moorland area, but
in Victorian times the then owners, the Harpton
Court Estate, decided to create a ‘picturesque’
forest and planted lots of trees. You can see many
of these trees, now huge, on the historic routes we
have reopened for you to enjoy.

How to find Warren Wood

The Natural Resources Wales (NRW) car park is just
off the A44 Kington to Llandrindod Wells road. A
mile after New Radnor turn right into a council car
park (Brown tourist sign). Once off the road follow
the NRW signage to the Warren car park (room for
8-10 cars).

Water Break-it

Waterfall Walk

This is a short walk from the car park to the
Waterfall via a steep sided gorge with numerous
species of ferns, mosses and lichens clinging

to its sides. The damp atmosphere creates a
microclimate. After a few days of rain the waterfall
is a spectacular sight and you will need a full set
of waterproofs to keep dry. It is easy to see why
Victorian visitors to the area thought it such a
special place.

Water-break-it’s-neck Trail

A short circular walk up to a viewing point which
looks down across the spectacular Water Break-
Its-Neck waterfall. From here go up and over the
old stone arched footbridge with views down into
the waterfall gorge.

Warren Trail

Starting from the car park you will see some

huge broadleaf and conifer trees planted during
Victorian times, as well as the ornate stone arched
foot bridges crossing the Black Brook in the valley
bottom. Although not a long walk, it is not for the
faint hearted as there are a few strenuous climbs
into and out of the wooded valley.
