Gallwch weld mwynglawdd dramatig Ogof y Tair 
Arth - fe'i gelwir hefyd yn Dair Bwa. Mae’n rhy 
beryglus mentro’n agos (gallwch weld o'r �ens) 
– y tu mewn byddwch yn gweld ‘haenau’ trwchus 
o galchfaen, a elwir yn welyau, yn disgyn i'r 
gogledd-orllewin.

Iron mines hidden in 
the forest
Along the walks, you will notice some 
mounds and hollows across Fforest Fawr. 
These are shallow iron-mining workings 
and their adjacent spoil tips, now 
overgrown with vegetation.

You can see the dramatic Three Bears Cave mine 
remains - otherwise known as the Three Arches. 
Too dangerous to visit (you can see it through 
the fence) - inside you would see the thick 
‘layers’ of limestone, called beds, dipping to the 
northwest.

Explore this gateway to 
Castell Coch 
Fforest Fawr is the woodland backdrop to the 
famous Castell Coch. This mixed woodland is 
renowned for its display of bluebells, wood 
anenomes and wild garlic in the spring. We are 
gradually returning it to native broadleaved 
woodland. 

Did you know that Fforest Fawr is frequently 
used as a film location for productions ranging 
from Welsh historical dramas to children's TV 
programmes like Merlin and Sherlock?

Castell Coch – the ‘red 
castle’ that rises from 
the forest
Built on the ruins of a medieval castle, Castell 
Coch is an excellent example of Victorian 
Gothic Revival. The castle has a commanding 
view of the Ta� Gorge and is a landmark on the 
A470 – dramatically rising out of Fforest Fawr’s 
beech woods.
