Arolygwyd pedwar gwyfyn prin, y pwtyn deintiog Anticollix sparsata, y dart llwydwyrdd 
Actebia praecox, y gwyfyn bach Anacampsis temerella a’r gwyfyn micro Caryocolum 
blandulella, mewn safleoedd ym Morgannwg a Sir Gaerfyrddin yn ystod haf 2025. Mae pob 
un o’r pedair rhywogaeth o wyfynod yn nodweddion cymhwyso annibynnol y Safleoedd o 
Ddiddordeb Gwyddonol Arbennig lle maent yn byw.

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Executive summary 
 
Four scarce moths, Dentated Pug Anticollix sparsata, Portland Moth Actebia praecox, Dwarf 
Willow Roller Anacampsis temerella and Southern Barred Groundling Caryocolum 
blandulella, were surveyed at sites in Glamorgan and Carmarthenshire during the summer 
of 2025. All four moth species are independently qualifying features of the SSSIs on which 
they occur. The aim of the survey was to gather contemporary information for these species 
to determine their current status and distribution and to identify any management concerns 
and other threats. 
 
Larvae of Dentated Pug were recorded at all three survey sites, with one larva on Kenfig 
Burrows, seven on Pant-y-Sais and four on Crymlyn Bog. The host plant Yellow Loosestrife 
Lysimachia vulgaris occurs commonly at all three sites and there appear to be no immediate 
threats to the moth. 
 
None of the other target species was recorded. Light trapping for Portland Moth on Kenfig 
Burrows and Merthyr Mawr Warren produced good moth catches, including several notable 
species, but provided no evidence of the target species. The last Welsh records remain 
those on Kenfig Burrows in 2021 and Merthyr Mawr Warren in 2016, despite several 
searches since this time. On Pembrey Burrows, light trapping and evening searches for 
Southern Barred Groundling were also unsuccessful and the most recent Welsh record 
remains that of an adult at the same site in 2006. Sweep netting for Dwarf Willow Roller 
adults was undertaken on Kenfig Burrows but the most recent record of the moth remains a 
single individual in 2003. All three species can be elusive and the lack of evidence from 
recent surveys should not be taken to indicate local extinction, and further surveys are 
recommended. 
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1. Introduction 
 
The current survey focussed on four moths which are independently qualifying features of 
SSSIs in Glamorgan and Carmarthenshire, with the aim of gathering contemporary 
information to determine status and distribution and identifying any management concerns 
and other threats. 

1.1 Dentated Pug 
Dentated Pug Anticollix sparsata (Treitschke, 1828) is associated with fens, marshes, 
reedbeds and wet woodlands in the UK. It is very local in southern England and East Anglia 
as far north as Yorkshire, with strongholds in the Norfolk Broads, Cambridgeshire fens, the 
New Forest and east Dorset (Randle et al., 2019). Adults are on the wing from June to 
August and larvae can be found from July to September feeding on the leaves and less often 
the flowers of Yellow Loosestrife Lysimachia vulgaris, with an apparent preference for plants 
growing in deep shade (Henwood et al., 2020). The moth overwinters as a pupa.  
 
In Wales, Dentated Pug is restricted to Glamorgan, where it was first recorded at Crymlyn 
Bog in 1995 (Waring et al., 2017; Table 1) and where there appears to be a healthy 
population (Gilmore et al., 2014). It was also recorded at Pen-y-waun, Felindre in 1997 
(Gilmore et al., 2014). Larvae were found on Yellow Loosestrife at Kenfig Pool and Pant-y-
Sais in July 1997 and these populations persist.  
 
Dentated Pug is an independently qualifying feature of Cors Crymlyn/Crymlyn Bog SSSI, 
Cynffig/Kenfig SSSI and Pant-y-Sais SSSI.

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1.2 Portland Moth 
Portland Moth Actebia praecox (Linnaeus, 1758) is a resident and suspected scarce 
immigrant in the UK and is primarily associated with coastal sand dunes, sandy beaches 
and sandy heaths, although in Scotland it is also found inland on river shingle banks 
(Henwood et al., 2020; Randle et al., 2019). Once relatively widespread, it has undergone 
significant declines and there may now be less than a dozen widely scattered populations, 
mostly in southern Lancashire and north-east Scotland (Randle et al., 2019). Adults are on 
the wing in August and September and can be found nectaring on ragwort Jacobaea at night 
and also come to light. Larvae hide in sand by day and emerge to feed at night, mainly on 
Creeping Willow Salix repens but also on a range of herbaceous dune plants, from 
September to the following June (Henwood et al., 2020). Pupation occurs underground.   
 
Portland Moth has been recorded from the coasts of seven Welsh vice-counties (Butterfly 
Conservation Wales, 2022) but the only contemporary records are from Glamorgan. 
Between 1832 and 2002, it was recorded on 28 occasions from 11 hectads in the county 
(Gilmore et al., 2014). Since this time, there have been just three records – two on Merthyr 
Mawr Warren in 2016 and one on Kenfig Burrows in 2021 (Glamorgan Moth Recording 
Group website; Table 2), despite targeted trapping on both sites across several years. It may 
be extinct in North Wales with the last record, from Newborough Warren, in 1998 (North 
Wales Lepidoptera website).  
 
Portland Moth is an independently qualifying feature of Cynffig/Kenfig SSSI and Merthyr 
Mawr SSSI.

1.3 Dwarf Willow Roller 
Dwarf Willow Roller Anacampsis temerella (Lienig & Zeller, 1846) is very local in the British 
Isles where it is associated with coastal dune slacks (Gelechiid Recording Scheme website). 
Since 1970, the moth has been recorded from only seven localities, with just five sites with 
post-2000 records - two in Wales, one in Ireland, one in England and one on the Isle of Coll 
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in Scotland (Gelechiid Recording Scheme website; David Hill, Butterfly Conservation, pers. 
comm.). A survey of the Lancashire dunes in 2021 funded by the Tanyptera Trust recorded 
Dwarf Willow Roller at Ainsdale Dunes and Birkdale Sandhills (Smart, 2021a). 
 
Adults are on the wing from June to August and can be swept from stands of the larval 
foodplant Creeping Willow during the day and occasionally come to light. Eggs are laid on a 
twig of the foodplant and larvae feed from mid-May to early July, spinning a few terminal 
leaves together to form a c.5cm long tube around the twig (Emmet & Langmaid, 2002; 
Langmaid et al., 2025). Larvae can be confused with its congener Poplar Roller Anacampsis 
populella which feeds in a similar manner (Langmaid et al., 2018) such that adults should 
be reared to confirm identification, although Smart (2021b) noted some differences in larval 
appearance between the two species. 
 
In Wales, Dwarf Willow Roller is known from six sites in three vice counties, with the first 
record from Newborough Warren (Anglesey) in 1972 (Gilmore et al., 2014; North Wales 
Lepidoptera website). Post-2000 records are restricted to Kenfig Burrows (Glamorgan) and 
Tywyn Aberffraw (Anglesey). A casual search of Creeping Willow in several dune slacks on 
Tywyn Aberffraw in 2022 failed to locate larval spinnings (Mike Howe, pers. obs.). Larvae 
and adults have been searched for by the author at Kenfig on several occasions over the 
last decade, but without success. 
 
Dwarf Willow Roller is an independently qualifying feature of Cynffig/Kenfig SSSI and Tywyn 
Aberffraw SSSI.

1.4 Southern Barred Groundling 
Southern Barred Groundling Caryocolum blandulella (Tutt, 1887) is a rare moth of sandy 
coasts and sand dunes in the UK, with post-2000 records restricted to single sites in Norfolk, 
Suffolk and Carmarthenshire (Gelechiid Recording Scheme website). In the, past it was 
known from Kent, Hampshire and possibly Glamorgan (Gelechiid Recording Scheme 
website).  
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Adults fly at night in July and August and are attracted to light. The larvae feed on the seed 
capsules of Little Mouse-ear Cerastium semidecandrum in May and June, spinning them 
together and feeding in the year following oviposition (Langmaid et al., 2025). In Sweden, 
Dwarf Mouse-ear Cerastium pumilum is also used (Gregersen & Karsholt, 2022).  
 
In Wales, there are unconfirmed records of Southern Barred Groundling from Gower in 1979 
and 1980 - most likely Whiteford Burrows (SS49) (Gilmore et al., 2014). It was however 
recorded at Pembrey Burrows in 2006 (Jon Baker, pers. comm.). 
 
Southern Barred Groundling is a qualifying feature of Arfordir Pen-bre / Pembrey Coast 
SSSI.

2. Methods 

2.1 Dentated Pug 
Larvae were searched for in fine, dry weather on Kenfig Burrows, Pant-y-Sais and Crymlyn 
Bog in late July and early August (see Table 5). At Pant-y-Sais and Crymlyn Bog, searches 
were generally restricted to areas close to paths, as most of the sites were too wet to access 
safely. Searches entailed looking for feeding damage on plants of Yellow Loosestrife 
growing in wet woodland and tall fen habitats. When likely feeding damage was located, 
leaves were carefully turned to check for the presence of Dentated Pug larvae; larvae of the 
sawfly Monostegia abdominalis, as well as some generalist invertebrate herbivores, can 
make similar feeding signs. Dentated Pug larvae generally remain on the plants if leaves are 
turned carefully, but can drop to the ground if searches are too vigorous. 
 
For all Dentated Pug larvae that were found, the following data were recorded: grid reference 
(8-figure, using GPS), number of larvae per plant, size of larvae, host plant flowering status 
(flowering or non-flowering), host plant height, and notes on shading and surrounding 
habitat.

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2.2 Portland Moth 
Light trapping for adults was undertaken on Kenfig Burrows and Merthyr Mawr Warren in 
August 2025 (Table 6). Five traps were run on Kenfig Burrows (Figure 1); traps were 
transported to the front dunes by the warden’s electric dune buggy. Two of the traps were 
situated on the margins of a dune restoration area that was largely free of vegetation. 
Merthyr Mawr Warren had to be accessed on foot and hence only two portable traps were 
operated (Figure 2). Weather was generally favourable for moth trapping throughout the 
trapping sessions.

2.3 Dwarf Willow Roller 
Sweep netting of Creeping Willow growing in dune slacks was undertaken at 12 locations 
across the southern part of Kenfig Burrows on 28th July and 1st August 2025 (Figure 3). A 
variety of situations was sampled, with Creeping Willow stands ranging from fairly short to 
tall, and ground conditions from very wet to fairly dry. Weather conditions were favourable 
on both survey days, being dry and with a temperature of 19-20°C. It was rather breezy, 
though this is almost inevitable on Kenfig Burrows.

2.4 Southern Barred Groundling 
Evening searches and light trapping for adults were undertaken at Pembrey Burrows Local 
Nature Reserve on 28th July 2025. Evening searches involved looking for adults of Southern 
Barred Groundling in site compartments 1 and 3 between 19:45 and 21:15, during which 
time the weather was very favourable for micro-moth activity, being warm, sunny and with 
light winds. Light trapping utilised three traps: a 125W MV trap (compartment 3) and two 6W 
actinic Heath traps (one each in compartments 1 and 3); see Figure 4. Traps were run 
between 21:50 and 02:00. After promising conditions at dusk, the temperature dropped 
rapidly after dark and few moths arrived during the latter part of the recording period.

3. Results 
Dentated Pug was recorded at all three survey sites. None of the other target species was 
recorded. Further details are provided in the individual species sections below. A selection 
of site photographs is included in Appendix 2. 

3.1 Dentated Pug 
Larvae of Dentated Pug were recorded at the three survey sites, with one larva on Kenfig 
Burrows, seven at Pant-y-Sais and four at Crymlyn Bog (Table 7; Figures 5 to 7). The host 
plant Yellow Loosestrife was found to occur commonly at all three sites.  
 
Host plants of Yellow Loosestrife ranged from 70cm to 120cm in height (mean 90cm). There 
was no obvious association of larvae with flowering or non-flowering plants (Table 7).  
 
Habitat notes at host plant locations are included in Appendix 1. Only two larvae were found 
in carr woodland, with the others on plants growing in tall fen. At the fen locations, plants 
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with larvae had some shading from surrounding vegetation, mostly Common Reed 
Phragmites australis but sometimes sedges Carex and other plants. Some host plants were, 
however, situated in partial sun.

3.2 Portland Moth 
Portland Moth was not recorded at either survey site. On Kenfig Burrows, 74 moth species 
were recorded across five light traps, including Acleris permutana (pRDB: proposed Red 
Data Book), Notocelia incarnatana (NS: Nationally Scarce) and Pyrausta cingulata (NS). 
County scarce species included Cream-bordered Green Pea Earias clorana, Coleophora 
taeniipennella and the migrant Diasemiopsis ramburialis. 
 
On Merthyr Mawr Warren, 69 moth species were recorded by light trapping and torchlight 
searches, including Acleris permutana (pRDB), Notocelia incarnatana (NS), Pyrausta 
ostrinalis (NS) and Pyrausta cingulata (NS). The scarce migrant Diasemiopsis ramburialis 
was also recorded. 
 
The combined total across both surveys was 103 moth species, a good tally for mid-August 
and indicative of favourable weather conditions for light trapping.

3.3 Dwarf Willow Roller 
Dwarf Willow Roller was not recorded on either survey day on Kenfig Burrows. Sweeping 
did produce adults of several other micro-moths that feed as larvae on Creeping Willow: 
Anacampsis populella, Epinotia caprana, Epinotia cruciana and Pammene populana (NS). 
Larvae of Small Chocolate-tip Clostera pigra (NS) and Silver Hook Deltote uncula were also 
recorded by sweeping dune slack vegetation.  
 

3.4 Southern Barred Groundling 
Southern Barred Groundling was not recorded by evening searches or light trapping on 
Pembrey Burrows. A total of 67 moth species was recorded by the survey, including four 
Nationally Scarce species: Cnephasia conspersana, Bactra lacteana, Notocelia incarnatana 
and Oblique Striped Phibalapteryx virgata. Six species with Local status were also recorded: 
Willow Ermine Yponomeuta rorrella, Dowdy Plume Stenoptilia zophodactylus, Aproaerema 
anthyllidella, Bryotropha senectella, Celypha cespitana and Phycitodes maritima. 
 
 

4. Discussion 
 
While it was disappointing to record just one of the four moth species targeted by the survey, 
this outcome was not entirely unexpected given other negative survey results for these 
species over the last decade. Portland Moth, in particular, has been the target of numerous 
light trapping sessions on both Kenfig Burrows and Merthyr Mawr Warren, both by the author 
and other moth recorders in Glamorgan. In addition, the warden at Kenfig has run weekly 
trapping sessions for several years, using light traps run overnight at the reserve centre and 
also at various locations on the dunes (C. Jones, pers. comm.). Only one Portland Moth has 
been recorded during this period, in a trap at the reserve centre in 2021. Given the extensive 
nature of the open dune habitat on both Kenfig Burrows and Merthyr Mawr Warren, and the 
relative inaccessibility of many parts of these dune systems for light trapping, it is quite 
possible that the moth persists at both sites, either at a low density or concentrated in 
particular areas that have not been sampled by light trapping. The moth was, however, 
recorded more frequently at these sites in the past, indicating a decline in population. The 
general stabilisation of Welsh sand dune systems (Howe et al., 2012) is considered a likely 
factor in the decline of this species across Wales, given that the larva requires loose, dry 
sand. Climate change might also be a factor, as the species has declined to a lesser extent 
in the north of the UK than in the south; it appears to be extinct as a breeding species in 
southern England. 
 
Dwarf Willow Roller has been searched for several times on Kenfig Burrows by the author 
during the last decade, both as a larva and, as with the current survey, as an adult. All 
surveys have been negative and the last Kenfig (and South Wales) record remains that of 
an adult caught in a light trap on 15th August 2003 (Glamorgan Moth Recording Group 
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website). Creeping Willow occurs abundantly across the dune slacks on Kenfig Burrows and 
it is difficult to imagine why the moth would have disappeared from the site. In all likelihood, 
it remains present but localised, perhaps preferring particular stand types or parts of the site 
that have not so far been sampled. 
 
The weather conditions for light trapping were rather unfavourable on the night that 
Southern Barred Groundling was targeted at Pembrey Burrows, with few small micro-
moths being caught in the colder-than-forecast conditions. Conditions before dusk were 
favourable, however, and this is known to be a productive time to record this species 
(Gregersen & Karsholt, 2022). The 2006 record was made in Compartment 3 of the Local 
Nature Reserve, an area that is subject to periodic grazing by cattle (and perhaps ponies) 
as well as rabbits. The ground disturbance caused by these herbivores is likely a key factor 
in the persistence of the larval host Little Mouse-ear, a small annual plant of sandy ground. 
The plant was found to occur more commonly in Compartment 3 than in the other grazing 
compartments of the site during larval surveys carried out by the author in 2022 and 2024 
(Butterfly Conservation, unpublished data). Although the two larval surveys, and an adult 
survey in 2023, did not produce any confirmed evidence of the moth, several larvae were 
found in spinnings on the foodplant in 2022 that matched the appearance of Southern Barred 
Groundling. However, the closely-related Narrow Groundling Caryocolum alsinella can also 
feed on the same plant and larvae are of similar appearance and require rearing to confirm 
their identity. Narrow Groundling was reared from Common Mouse-ear Cerastium fontanum 
at the site in 2022 but rearing from Little Mouse-ear was unsuccessful. 
 
It was encouraging to record Dentated Pug at all three survey sites, and habitat appears 
broadly suitable with the foodplant Yellow Loosestrife occurring commonly. At Crymlyn Bog, 
only a small area of the bog surface is accessible from footpaths and boardwalks and the 
four larvae recorded are likely to represent a tiny fraction of the moth population. Likewise, 
at Pant-y-Sais, the foodplant occurs in tall fen away from the boardwalk and towpath and 
the moth will almost certainly occur in these areas too. Crymlyn Bog and Pant-y-Sais are 
linked by stands of Yellow Loosestrife along the Tennant Canal and it is likely that a single 
large population of the moth straddles both sites. It is puzzling that only a single larva was 
recorded on Kenfig Burrows, as many of the surveyed areas appear suitable and larvae 
were easy to find on a brief search by the pool on 6th August 2020 (Glamorgan Moth 
Recording Group website). The paucity of larvae in the current survey may be due to 
phenology – it is possible that some larvae had already left the plants to pupate because of 
the very warm spring and summer experienced in 2025. 
 
It was a surprise to find more larvae in open, tall fen habitat than under the shade of carr 
woodland, given that published sources state that deep shade is preferred (Henwood et al., 
2020). Host plants in tall fen always had their lower leaves (where larvae were located) at 
least partially shaded by surrounding vegetation; this appears to be all the species requires 
in terms of shading and shelter. Phil Sterling (pers. comm.) has also found larvae among 
Common Reed in tall fen, as well as among Bog Myrtle Myrica gale bushes and Purple 
Moor-grass Molinia caerulea tussocks. It thus appears that fen vegetation is just as suitable 
for this species as carr woodland, if not more so. 
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5. Conclusions & recommendations 
 
Dentated Pug remains well established on Crymlyn Bog and Pant-y-Sais, and with an 
abundance of foodplant at these sites there are no immediate causes for concern. It is likely 
that a reasonably strong population also persists on Kenfig Burrows, with the paucity of 
larvae recorded in 2025 perhaps due simply to survey timing (assuming that phenology may 
differ slightly between this site and the others). No special management is required for the 
moth, with the foodplant persisting in both tall fen and carr situations. All that is required is 
that pathsides are not cut back during the summer months, when larvae are on the plants. 
Larval searches should be undertaken at least once every five years, and ideally these 
should include additional areas of Crymlyn Bog to gain a better understanding of the moth’s 
distribution at the site. 
 
Further surveys for Portland Moth should be undertaken on Kenfig Burrows and Merthyr 
Mawr Warren. Despite the limited success with light trapping for adults at these sites over 
the past decade, this method is perhaps more likely to produce results than torchlight larval 
searches (one such larval search at Merthyr Mawr in May 2021 gave negative results). Areas 
that have undergone dune restoration should be targeted; these areas have more loose 
sand than other parts of the sites. 
 
Further surveys for Dwarf Willow Roller on Kenfig Burrows are also required. Not all dune 
slacks have been searched; the north of the site in particular has received little attention. 
Given the larval identification features outlined by Smart (2021b), it is likely to be more 
productive to search for larvae than adults. The main difficulty is that larvae of many micro-
moth species feed in the shoot tips of Creeping Willow at the same time of year as Dwarf 
Willow Roller, and opening large numbers of spinnings to check for larvae is time consuming. 
Any larvae matching the appearance of Dwarf Willow Roller would need to be retained for 
rearing to adults, though this is likely to be straightforward with adults emerging after just a 
few weeks.  
 
Caryocolum species are generally easier to record as larvae than adults, and further larval 
searches for Southern Barred Groundling are recommended at Pembrey Burrows. Timing 
is likely to be critical – a survey on 5th June 2024 found only empty spinnings on the host 
plant, whereas an earlier survey on 24th May 2022 found several larvae (albeit that rearing 
these failed). Any larvae would need to be reared to rule out the lookalike Narrow 
Groundling, which has been reared by the author from Little Mouse-ear on Merthyr Mawr 
Warren. If rearing again proves unsuccessful, DNA analysis may need to be considered as 
a means of larval identification. Livestock grazing of the compartments at Pembrey Burrows 
by cattle and ponies should continue, as this is the best means of creating sufficient ground 
disturbance to enable a continued supply of the foodplant (alongside digging by rabbits).
